Organization: Music Mountain is the home of the oldest continuing summer chamber music festival 

in the U.S. Each season, the Music Mountain Summer Music Festival offers a Chamber Music Series 

of 16 concerts, mainly on Sunday afternoons, a popular Saturday twilight series of Jazz and Choral 

concerts, and a number of special events. As in seasons past, 2008 offers many opportunities for 

visits to Music Mountain for people of all varieties of musical tastes. 

Founded:  Music Mountain was founded in  1930 by the late Jacques Gordon, founder and first 

violinist of the Gordon String Quartet, with the primary mission of education through the 

performance of the chamber music literature, specifically, the music for the string quartet.
